Financial Advisory Committee — At the last
meeting, Lee Moran suggested we have a
committee to looking into the members
opinions on current sponsor, CO-SpPONSOr,
charities and scholarships. Lee agreed to chair
this committee and with the help of Art
Matichak and John Cullen they polled most of
the members of the club and got the following
answers:

1. Should we maintain Townsend Brothers as a
sponsor this year? 80% yes 20% no

2. Should we add another host sponsor this
year? 79% yes 21% no
3. If we have more than one sponsor, should
we set a limit of no more than 1 sponsor being
a new car dealership? 68% yes 32% no

4. As a car club, should we donate money to
charity each year? 80% yes 20% no

5. Should we limit our club to donating money
to one charity per year? 39% yes 61% no

6. Should we donate money to a charity each
month? 10% yes 90% no

7. Should we do a college scholarship each
year? 71% yes 29% no

8. Should the club choose between doing
either a scholarship or giving to a charity each
year? 54% yes 46% no

After discussion on the questions and answers,
Frank Silvaggio made a motion to accept
Solloway’s as a co-sponsor for the remainder
of this year. Our sponsorship goes from
January to January. The motion was
seconded, and passed. Questions were
brought up and we will revisit this survey and
motion at the next meeting.
